Stream cleanups  

Activity: removal of non-imbedded refuse 
from streambanks and conservation areas. 
 
Time of year: As required, but KEEPS 
takes part in the annual Great Canadian 
Shoreline Cleanup event each September. 

Invasive species removal  

Activity: removal of invasive plant species 
such as purple policeman’s helmet or   
Japanese knotweed from various locations, 
either during weekend work parties or in 
conjunction with high school students during 
the week. 
 
Time of year: May to July 

 

Parkwatch program  

Activity: observe, record and report illegal and / 
or damaging activities within Kanaka Regional 
Park. Examples include: 
· Vandalism 
· Theft from vehicles 
· Vegetation removal (other than approved in-

vasive species removal programs) 
· Unauthorized structures and / or trails 
 
 
Time of year: all year; however park usage is 
highest from spring to fall. 

Development monitoring  

Activity: record and report to KEEPS and / or Dis-
trict of Maple Ridge staff improper development 
practices. Examples include dirty water entering 
streams, illegal dumping of construction waste. 
 
Time of year: all year, with silt incidents most fre-
quent during fall and winter.

Fin clipping  

Activities: netting and sorting salmon; assisting 
with fish transport to hatchery; interviewing  
anglers regarding catch and angling effort. 
 
Time of year: October and November. 
Days per week: The fish fence is a 7 day per 
week operation. Interested volunteers should 
indicate which day(s) suits them best.

Egg takes  

Activities: sorting salmon; removing eggs and 
milt under the supervision of the Hatchery 
Manager. 
 
Time of year: October to December. Egg 
takes are done during the week subject to fish 
availability and timing. 

Activity: removing the adipose fin from juvenile 
coho salmon in order to identify the hatchery 
origin component of returning adults. 
 
Time of year: June or July. 
Days per week: The clipping normally occurs 
during the week. Once the project starts, it typi-
cally lasts several days. 

Hatchery records  

A need has been identified to transfer all of the 
historical hatchery records such as fish release 
data, egg takes and fish fence counts into a 
standardized electronic database. This would 
be a suitable project for a student that is       
attempting to achieve his or her community 
hours. The timing of this activity is fairly      
flexible.
